Power On/Off:

On the side of the "SE3SX", find a red metal switch button. Press the switch button once. If the
red light stays on and you hear a beep, the device has been successfully powered on.

On the side of the "SE3SX", find a red metal switch button. Press the switch button once. If the
red light goes off, the device has been successfully powered off.

SN Query:

When "SE3SX" is powered on, find a red metal switch button on the side of "SE3SX". Press it to
turn off the device first, then press it again to turn it on. Repeat this operation twice. You will
hear two short "beep" sounds (with a short interval). Then you can enter the SN query mode.
(Note: After turning on the device, you will hear a beep sound, then press it to turn off the
device.)

To restore factory settings:

1. Open the APP and connect to SE3SX, enter the settings page, click the "button restore"
button, and enter the physical factory reset mode.

2.When "SE3SX" is on, find a red metal switch button on the side of "SE3SX". Press it once to
turn it off, then press it again to turn it on. Repeat this operation five times to restore factory
settings (Note: After turning on the machine, press it to turn it off after hearing a beep).
3.When the operation is repeated for the fifth time, there will be two beeps, indicating that the
factory settings have been successfully restored.

Charging Power Bank

To charge the power bank, you need to take out the power bank and the matching charger first,

connect thematching charger to the AC100-240V power supply (mains), and then plug the matching

charger into the powerbank input interface (DC charging port) , the charger indicator light is red;
after the Power Bank is fully chargedthe charger indicator light is green.

Power Bank use precautions

1. If the factory time is short, the user can use the product directly. If the factory time is longer

Do not charge with other brands of chargers.
